· Participate in local and statewide planning efforts.  

· Provide direct clinical care for adults with HIV/AIDS.

· Five years of administrative experience

· Experience in providing community-based HIV care

Functional Relationship:

The Program Director will report to the Chief of the Section of Infectious Diseases, DHMC, and regularly communicate with the Community Advisory Groups and key collaborating organizations and providers.  He/she will oversee the I Care staff.
