I’m so glad to see the interest in developing a print collection for disasters/emergencies.

Libraries tend to focus on electronic resources, but may overlook emergencies created by power outages.

I have contacted our Chair of Family Medicine to obtain a local view of necessary resources and will begin to establish a reference collection for emergencies.
