MLP7/Natcher EV proposal
I have a simple proposal for the self pay of the charging that would require no new mechanisms, just minimal changes at the NIHCU.
· Honor system, put could request statements from CU for posting on car.
· Transfer money into a designated NIHCU account, online, should be little effort, if the CU can allow.
· 10-20% over cost, for safety, can be adjusted for time actually used.  Extra balance could be used for more installs of meters.
· Request that additional spots be metered in the Natcher garage, as there are already plugs in a variety of spots.
Especially since the account has a balance, this would be no risk to the NIHCU.  Either it pays for itself, or does not.
The group would have an option to meet either monthly or quarterly to review balance status, and even if have been scofflaws, could make up balance, and plan shaming social engineering strategy.
[bookmark: _GoBack]All kinds of additional signage could be imagined, but I suggest I am not likely a good one to do the first draft, although would be willing to edit.  Most important would be to discourage non-EV use of spots and adjacent spots.
We could add clocks with movable hands with a small sign over them:   “OK to take plug at:”
Could ask for a white board to make notes for exceptions, and communication between EV drivers.

Should post sample costs per hour, and for full charge of common models.  Could even be welcoming of new users, with signage containing instructions of how to pay online or by check.

I wonder if hooks to string approved extension cords overhead could be done with firemarchal approval, as the proper extension cords should be allowed.  (This one least likely to be accepted by the powers that be, I predict.)
