Terminology
NLM terminology teams are working with the CDC on the development of public health terminology standard codes used to capture and exchange data in electronic lab reporting and electronic health records.
NLM is responding to CDC’s needs to ensure health practitioners, the EHR vendor community and public health researchers have accurate standard terminology to describe clinical observations, relevant lab tests, diagnoses and congenital anomalies. SNOMED CT US, RxNorm and LOINC have added terms to support the Zika virus public health emergency.
