Cervical Health Awareness
And the good news is that cervical cancer is almost entirely preventable!
What can you do as a provider?
1. Advocate for HPV immunization! Attached is the CDC summary on the 2 dose and 3 dose HPV vaccination. 
1. Review the pre-visit planning with your MA and if patient is due for cervical cancer screening(SCC) you may want to provide the screening at the time of the visit or make sure she gets scheduled for a future screening visit
1. If your patient is up to date on cervical cancer screening but we do not have a record of that, your MA should have patient sign medical release form and request the pap results. This is part of the standard workflow for medical assistants. 
1. Review our center’s policy on cervical cancer screening.  Included below are the clinical guidelines per our policy.

	Population
	Recommended Screening Method

	  < 21 years
	Start screening within 1 year of  onset of sexual activity

	21-29 years
	Cytology alone at baseline, then yearly. If 3 consecutive paps are normal, screening can then be done via pap smears every 3 years. Reflex HPV testing for abnormal pap. 

	≥30 years
	Screening via HPV and Cytology. If HPV is negative and pap is normal, screen every 3 years. Continue screening after age 65

	After hysterectomy for benign reasons
	There is no evidence to stop screening. Screen per age related recommendations. 
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
