This purpose of this document is to describe the types of Value Domains that have been observed in the registration of caDSR metadata and to document metadata best practices for each type.

General Best Practices for Creation of Value Domains

Type 8:  Non-Enumerated with Range of Values Plus Additional Values
Type 9: Non-Enumerated with list of Values by Reference
Type 10:  Non-Enumerated with Referenced List of Values Plus Additional Values

Specific Best Practices for Various Value Domain Types

Type 1: Non-enumerated

The Value Domain describes the data content but allows for free-text entry.  The value domain does include a data type and max field size.  

Recommended Practices:

All required metadata items and all optional items.  Set Value Domain Type to Non-enumerated.  Normal versioning rules apply to any changes made.

Type 2: Enumerated with list of Values

The Value Domain limits the data content to a specific set of permissible values and value meanings.  The value meanings may be linked to EVS concepts and will use the caDSR/EVS concept definition.
For example:

1 = yes

0 = no

RB = Right Breast

LB = Left Breast

US = Unspecified

Cerebrospinal Fluid = The fluid that is contained within the brain ventricles, the subarachnoid space and the central canal of the spinal cord.
Saliva = A clear liquid secreted into the mouth by the salivary glands and mucous glands of the mouth; moistens the mouth and starts the digestion of starches.

Recommended Practices:

Provide all required metadata items and all optional items.  Set Value Domain Type to Enumerated.  Add Permissible Values, Value Meaning Names, Value Meaning Descriptions, and Begin Dates.  Best practice is to have a concept related to a Value Meaning but this is not enforced by the tools.  Concepts maybe added at a later time if necessary.  Normal versioning rules apply to any changes made.
