Introduction/Approval of Minutes
Tommie Curtis introduced the agenda for the meeting.  She summarized the discussion from the last meeting.  Tommie asked for and received concurrence on acceptance of the meeting minutes from the prior meeting.
2. 
Update on 4.0.0.1 Schedule
Tommie talked about new updates to tools.  She pointed out that there are several features in the new version of the curation tool and presented the release notes with the changes and issues.  Tommie said that you can now update the Permissible Values in a Value Domain and users can now add PVs even if the concept used in the value meaning is not in caDSR.  Tommie mentioned that any problems should be reported to the Help Desk. 
Tommie asked Larry Hebel if FormBuilder was being released today.  Larry said that the Production deployment request has been filed, but it may take a few more days for the actual deployment.

Tommie gave a brief status of the other tools but noted that there isn’t any new information to share.

3.
Concept Clean-up Update 

Tommie asked Nadine Azie to talk about progress on concept clean-up.  Nadine reported that the group has focused on Meta concepts in caDSR so that they could be categorized into action items for clean up.  These categories are:

· Meta concepts that could not be found in EVS (code mismatch); still pending
· Meta concepts in EVS but with no NCIt equivalent

· Meta concepts with NCIT equivalent in EVS but not yet in caDSR

· Meta concepts in EVS and in caDSR with released status; intend to retire the meta concept and point to the NCIT equivalent

To follow the progress on these cleanup activities, Tommie and Nadine gave the wiki page link https://wiki.nci.nih.gov/display/caDSR/Concepts+Cleanup .  Tommie said that notes on the progress of the cleanup activities are under “Part 2” on the wiki page (see screen shot below).  The work plan for the rest of the cleanup is included.

Best Practice Example
Jocelyn Leatherwood gave a presentation on best practices.  She said that a project was underway to document best practices using a standard template.  Each best practice will be posted for review on the Wiki to ensure that there is agreement by the content administrators.  She provided the first example, “How to Use Integer Concepts” when creating administered item names.   Jocelyn walked through a demonstration of this best practice showing what was included in the template.  Claire Wolfe asked about how integer was combined with the concept “of greater than and equal to”.  John White asked a question about how it related to models.  Claire said that was being worked out and she would follow up with John offline.  Tommie asked for comments on the format for best practice documentation.  There were no comments.  Jocelyn asked if people agreed with posting this best practice.  Janice Chilli provided one correction.  The group approved the best practice for posting to the wiki.  Jocelyn showed how the caDSR content Wiki was organized, and what was posted there, including meeting minutes, best practices, links to the tools, and frequently asked questions (FAQs).  The “What’s New” and “Upcoming Events” sections have also been added to the wiki which can be accessed at https://wiki.nci.nih.gov/display/caDSR/caDSR+Content.
5.  Requirements Update
Tommie presented the “Top 10” list for new features to caDSR tools.  She asked the group if there were any changes they would like to make to the list.  Tommie reviewed the format of the spreadsheet and noted the status of each item.  She noted that the items in red had been identified by Dianne Reeves as “very important”.  These include Curation Business Rules: 1) Simplify rules for changes to PVs and VMs when they have been used on a form, 2) Customizable download reports, 3) Curation tool; 4) add ability to subset and relate Value Domains, etc.  She noted that some of these have not been scheduled for action by the software team. 

Tommie talked about the current functionality of FormBuilder and noted that comments have been received that the Cart in FormBuilder is not intuitive.  Sherita Alia and Brenda Maeske described use cases and discussed the steps that have been causing problems.  Brenda said that she adds all the CDEs to her Cart before working with the Form modules.  Sherita said that she likes that option to save the Cart and asked if it was possible to create folders to organize the CDEs into categories.  Larry said that there is a need to document use cases and get the feature request on the list.  The software team will then prioritize and work on this when they can.  Larry noted that the idea of folders sounds like a work around for the current feature and once this is addressed, the need for folders might not be as great.

Tommie asked if there were any features in the old FormBuilder that were lost in the new version.  Larry said there is a difference in the way you move through the features in FormBuilder, but that nothing was lost.  Sherita said that there was a prior feature lost and described the use case when you have a CDE in the cart and add it to the Form, you can not look at the details of the CDE from the Form.  Larry asked Sherita to document the problem through GForge or via email.

Tommie said she would add this to the list as well as the item indicating that the option to select short name is not there.

Larry gave directions for how to navigate to the wiki site for the Top 10 list: https://wiki.nci.nih.gov/display/caDSR/Top+10 .  Tommie and Larry discussed shortening the list to reflect the items that are still in progress or are open.  They will follow up with a discussion off line.

6. Features and Workaround
Tommie introduced this new agenda item as a new way for the group to share their experiences with tool features and any procedures for successfully working around an issue.  
Tommie and Brenda demonstrated a new way to add a CSI to the CS.  Tommie described the steps used to add a CSI, which is now dependent on including a definition for the CSI, which wasn’t required in caDSR 3.2, using the Data Standards classification scheme as an example.  The Admin Tool wasn’t performing as expected and Brenda suggested that a set of slides could be compiled to illustrate the steps.  After surveying others on the call, it was determined that only a few curators utilize this feature.

Tommie asked the group if there were any other features or workarounds.  No others were identified.
